· OWNER grants the OPERATOR the right to install,* own, repair, operate, remove, improve, and maintain fiber optic and/or copper cable facilities and related equipment capable of accommodating voice, data and video transmissions and/or other communications service (the “System”) at the PREMISES.

· OPERATOR shall own the System that it installs, up to the point of initial demarcation, and shall install and maintain the System at its own expense in a good and workmanlike manner.

· OWNER shall own all other property at the PREMISES, including pathways for the System.

· OWNER shall provide reasonable access to the PREMISES and power for the System.

· OWNER may terminate this System Permission upon written notice if the System is not in use and this System Permission shall automatically terminate if such non-use continues for a period of 180 days.

· This System Permission is the entire agreement between the parties respecting the matters herein and may be modified by written agreement only. This System Permission is binding upon OWNER and its successors and assigns of the PREMISES.

*OPERATOR will provide a scope of work prior to installation.
· The location of such Systems shall be subject to Owner’s prior written consent, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed. Access to the Premises shall be made at reasonable times and with reasonable prior notice to Owner.

· Operator shall repair any damage to the Premises caused by the installation, operation, audit, repair, removal or maintenance of Operator’s Systems on the Premises. Operator agrees to maintain public liability insurance coverage of not less than:  Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) for personal injury and not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) for property damage resulting from any one accident.


· Except for the negligence or willful misconduct of the Indemnified Parties (hereinafter defined), Operator hereby indemnifies, agrees to defend, and holds the Owner, Owner’s  property manager, and their respective agents and employees (with Owner, collectively, the “Indemnified Parties”) harmless against, any and all demands, liabilities, liens, claims, expenses (including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees), actions, causes of action and losses to the extent caused by Operator, its employees or agents relating to or arising from the design, construction, installation, use, repair, maintenance or removal of the cable, wires, materials and other equipment and services provided under this agreement, and any other exercise of Operator’s rights or obligations hereunder.  The indemnification contained in this paragraph shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement, but not beyond any applicable statute of limitations period.
· It is explicitly understood that payments for the installation and use of the services provided by Operator is the full and complete responsibility of the tenant.  By acceptance of services from Operator, a tenant is deemed to agree with the foregoing.
